DANCIN’ DAN’S TIP OF THE MONTH 

 

We often talk about ballroom courtesies here, usually with regard to how dancers 

like to treat each other on the floor.  This time let’s take a look at courtesies off the 
floor, especially how we treat our neighbors in the seating areas.  A common issue, 

unfortunately, is lack of respect for the party announcer or emcee.  Some people 

will continue with loud conversations when the emcee is trying to introduce 

exhibitions, recognize special guests, announce the next party dates, or make other 

announcements for everyone’s benefit.  This noise is discourteous to the emcee 

and to all others in the room who would like to hear the announcements.  Of 

course, this is not deliberate, but it is careless and unpleasant.  My tip:  Always be 

alert to the party host, emcee, or announcer and, as soon as you hear his or her 

request for attention, cut off your conversation and listen.  It is the polite thing to 

do, and it helps ensure that you and those around you keep informed about what is 

going on in the ballroom at all times.
